• A letter of  recommendation from your school

• Two letters of  support from community groups

• A 250-word essay (three copies) describing your family and personal life, for example your family’s 
employment or economic situation

• A 250-word essay about your life experiences if  you have taken a year or more away from high school

BURSARIES FOR POSTSECONDARY STUDIES IN 

FRENCH AS A SECOND LANGUAGE
HOW TO SUBMIT AN APPLICATION

• Interested students must submit an application directly to the colleges, universities and university faculties participating in the FSL Bursary Program.

• These institutions will be in charge of  assessing student applications and awarding bursaries.

• The ACUFC will not be accepting submissions directly from students.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

• This yearly program was established by the Government of  Canada. Its aim is to encourage young English-speaking students to pursue their postsecondary 
studies in French. The objective is simple: Allow a greater number of  English-speaking Canadians to become bilingual.

• To receive a bursary for postsecondary studies in French as a second language, one must:

• Be a Canadian citizen or permanent resident of  Canada;

• Have English as the first official language spoken;

• Study full time in a Canadian institution during the current year;

• Have completed their secondary school studies in an English-language institution and graduated from this institution;

• Be enrolled in the first year of  a postsecondary study program in French;

• Be at least 17 years old on the first day of  class;

• Demonstrate that they have sufficient knowledge of  French to be able to study in that language;

• Intend to pursue full-time studies in a college or undergraduate university program in Canada, to take at least 50% of  their courses and participate in related 
activities (placements and training activities in the community) in French.

MANITOBA BEEF PRODUCERS
Eligibility:

• • Must be an active Manitoba beef producer or the child of an active Manitoba beef producer. Note: This 
can also include active beef producers returning to school after a period of time in the workforce.

• • Must be pursuing post-secondary studies or trades training in the 2023-24 academic year.

• • Post-secondary programs or trades training must be a minimum of one academic year in duration.

Items You Are Required to Submit:

• • The completed application form;

• • Either a typed 600-word (maximum) essay OR a 5-7 minute maximum video submission discussing 
the topic “What the beef industry means to my family, my community and Manitoba.” Also, you need to 
identify in the essay or video the reasons you enjoy being involved in agriculture*;

• • A copy of your transcript (either high school, or a recognized college, university or trade school);

• • Proof of enrolment in a recognized institution (current transcript, or your acceptance letter, or a letter 
of intent indicating your intended institution and field of study for 2023-24);

• • A list of your community involvement (e.g. 4-H, community clubs, volunteer work, etc.); and,

• • The names of two references, including their addresses and telephone numbers.

Deadline to apply: Middle of June, no later than 4:30pm - See Ms Bousquet for application form
